[ Pre-Ballet Levels, Ages 3-6 ]

This course will encourage the development of creative movement starting at age three.
Students will move to different rhythms of music and express themselves through
dance. Elementary ballet steps will be introduced before entering the Basic Ballet pro-
gram.

[ Basic Ballet Levels, Ages 7-10 ]

At this level students will reach a basic understanding of correct posture of the body,
legs, arms, hands, and head through floor, barre, and center combinations.

If a dancer is not able to participate
but is able to observe, this is pre-
ferred to an absence.
